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Key achievements to date: (2016-2017) Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need: 

Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport 

¶ Through the PE specialist teacher who modelled PE lessons for all teachers, 
teachers have developed in confidence in their subject knowledge and 
delivery of good PE lessons. 

¶ Through effective modelling by the PE specialist teacher, staff are growing in 
increasing confidence in assessing children accurately in PE.  Teachers use 
formative PE assessments to differentiate the learning so all pupils are 
challenged and supported.. 

¶ Progress in PE is evident and more children are achieving age related 
expectations than in previous years. 

¶ Pupil discussions indicates that they enjoy PE. 

 

Broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils 

¶ The school increased its offer of sports related after school activities, thus 
increasing the number of children accessing these. 

¶ Discussions with children indicate they enjoy their sports activities and this 
has increased their physical activities. 

 

The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity - the Chief Medical Officer 
guidelines recommend that all children and young people aged 5 to 18 engage in at 
least 60 minutes of physical activity a day, of which 30 minutes should be in school 
 
¶ To target focus groups of children, from different groups, throughout the year, 

to take part in Sports Premium funded sessions. This will include groups of 
higher attainers in PE, children with special needs and the inactive children in 
school. 

¶ To put an adapted, more sustainable assessment tool in place, to evidence 
pupil progress in PE and to inform future teaching and learning. 

¶ To develop the external play spaces so that children can have access to 
resources to enhance their physical activities throughout the school day 

¶ To further raise the percentage of children taking part in sporting clubs in 
school by increasing the number of clubs funded by Sports Premium in 2017-
18. Also, to continue to target children who aren’t currently in a club- to 
improve the percentage of those not currently involved. 

¶ To develop the role of the PE Co-ordinators further so that they are able to 
support any new staff and assess the quality of PE teaching and learning 
throughout the school.

¶ Work with the children and teams 
to develop sport understanding 
and rules of the game.
